Buying a Used Car
Buying a used car can be a wise financial move. It costs less than buying a new one, and you avoid the rapid depreciation in value that occurs with most new cars. But it can also be risky. Below are some tips on how you can minimize the chances you wind up purchasing a lemon. 
Ask the seller questions
Typical questions that are good to ask include: What is the mileage and age of the car? Is the car still covered by the manufacturer’s warranty? What is the maintenance history? Are there any liens on the car? Why are you selling the car? 
Do your own research
There are many companies that, for a fee, will provide you with a vehicle history report. It typically tells you such things as how many previous owners the car had, whether there is any evidence of odometer tampering, and if it the car was ever declared a total loss by an insurance company. In many states, you can also get the car’s DMV records.
Inspect the car
If there are any problems with the car, a thorough inspection and test drive can often reveal them. Spend time looking over the inside and outside of the car, and if you can, drive the car under 354 different conditions (on a busy street, on the highway, etc.)
Take the car to a mechanic
Unless you are a mechanic, it pays to have the car checked out by a professional. If you are dealing with a private seller, he or she should be willing to drop off the car for a few hours. If you are buying from a dealership, avoid just relying on whatever inspection their service department has done – look for an independent mechanic who is willing to come to the dealership to examine the car.
